POLICE INVESTIGATING OVERNIGHT SHOOTING DEATH

TEMPLE TERRACE, FL. - (12/20/14) - The Temple Terrace Police Department is investigating a
shooting incident that left one man dead Friday night.

Police have not released the identity of the man who was killed, but described him as a black
male in his early 20s. The incident occurred around 9:30 p.m. on Friday in a parking area behind
the Winn-Dixie shopping plaza, 8837 N. 56" St., Temple Terrace.

According to police, a vehicle pulled into the parking lot, a man exited to speak to another man,
and shots were fired. The man who exited the vehicle was shot once in the chest, and was
discovered by a passing motorist around 9:40 p.m. in the vicinity of St. Augustine Avenue and
S. Glen Arven Avenue.

The driver of the vehicle is wanted for questioning. Based on a police investigation, the driver has
been identified as Brett Kutzler, white male, DOB: 7/22/95 (pictured below). Police said Kutzler
was driving a midsize, four-door gray sedan — make and model unknown. The motive for the
shooting, and the identity of the shooter, remains under investigation.
