Firefighters will set simulated residences on fire at noon to demonstrate the effectiveness and importance of sprinklers 
in a residential setting. Then they’ll jump into action at 12:30 p.m. for an exciting vehicle-extrication demonstration.  
 
The Temple Terrace Police Department will be there, too, with its popular Bike Rodeo for kids. Temple Terrace Lodge 
330 F&AM will conduct a free Masonic Child ID Program, and TECO will bring its “Power City” exhibit. There also will 
be puppet shows, a balloon artist and other entertainment. Hot dogs, sodas and chips will be sold at reasonable prices.
