REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY MEETING MINUTES

Having been duly advertised as required by law, a meeting of the Temple Terrace Redevelopment Agency was held immediately before the City Council meeting on Tuesday, June 16, 2020 in the Council Chambers at City Hall. 
PRESENT WERE: Chairman Andy Ross and Agency Members James Chambers, Cheri Donohue, and Gil Schisler, Executive Director Charles Stephenson, City Clerk Cheryl Mooney, and Attorney for the Agency Pam Cichon.

ALSO PRESENT WERE: Police Chief Ken Albano, Fire Chief Ian Kemp, Business Relations Manager Greg Pauley, Marketing & Communications Officer Laurie Hayes, Public Works Director for Public Utilities Troy Tinch, Jack Ritter, David Pogorilich, Kevin O’Neill, Moses Brown and several other persons.
There being a quorum present, Chairman Ross called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
Approval of the Minutes of Previous Meetings
 Approval of February 18, 2020 CRA Minutes
Upon motion of Agency Member Schisler, seconded by Agency Member Donohue, and unanimously carried, the MINUTES of the February 18, 2020 Temple Terrace Redevelopment Agency meeting were approved as presented.  Vote on the motion being:  Chairman Ross and Agency Members Chambers, Donohue, and Schisler “aye,” no “nay.” Agency Member Frank Chillura was absent and did not vote. 
1. Business Items:
A. Resolution Approving an Amendment to the Fiscal Year 2019-2020 Annual Budget
Finance Director Boswell said staff recommends that the Board adopt the resolution approving an amendment to the annual budget for the Temple Terrace Redevelopment Agency for this Fiscal Year 2019-2020. Our budget received more revenue than anticipated which would place us over the approved appropriation by $6,672.
Chairman Ross asked where the Temple Terrace Redevelopment Agency gained the extra money?

Finance Director Boswell responded that the City is receiving $398,000 from Hillsborough County instead of $390,000 in the budget. With the Tampa Port Authority, she never knows where their mils will land and the Temple Terrace Redevelopment Agency received more this budget year.
Upon motion by Agency Member Schisler, seconded by Agency Member Chambers, RESOLUTION NO. 172-20, was APPROVED an amendment to the Fiscal Year 2019-2020 Annual Budget. Vote on the motion being:  Chairman Ross and Agency Members Chambers, Donohue, and Schisler “aye,” no “nay.” Agency Member Frank Chillura was absent and did not vote.
B. The Business Relations Manager will present a status update on the City’s Redevelopment Area 
Business Relations Manager Greg Pauley said this is the rescheduled meeting of May 19, 2020. The next meeting is currently scheduled for August 18, 2020 at 5:30 p.m.
Waverly Terrace 

· Project site is 4.85 acres. 
· 200 Luxury Residential units and amenities located at 8901 Bertha Palmer Road. 

· Groundbreaking: February 26, 2020

· Construction schedule: 18 months, on schedule

· Completion Target Date: September 2021

Fountain Shoppes

· Located on 3.5 acres at the southeast corner of Bullard Parkway and N 56th Street

· 5 separate buildings; site plan submitted and approved

· Infrastructure and surface development plans currently pending

· Construction plans submitted & under review

Business Relations Manager Pauley stated that permits will be issued soon for the Chase building. The Starbucks building will be the second building to be permitted.

· Redevelopment of pre-existing structure at 8633 N 56th Street
· 34K square feet of boutique retail space
· Site plan submitted and reviewed
· Currently awaiting requested updates
· Initial architecture and structural plans forwarded to the City for reference. Final plans are pending.
Terrace Storage Center

· Redeveloped pre-existing bowling alley and skate center at 5315 E Busch Blvd. 

· Climate controlled public storage

· Phase 1 completed in May 2020; it is operational.

· Phases 2 and 3 will include additional storage, retail, and office space.

O’Reilly Auto Parts

· Redevelopment of pre-existing restaurant 
· Site located at 5299 E. Busch Blvd.

· Initial site plan submitted, surface development and infrastructure plans submitted and under review.
· Demolition permit for existing structure recently issued by the City
Reopening of Fresh-N-Fun

· Salem’s is being reopened as Fresh-N-Fun

· Restaurant located at 5315 E. Busch Blvd

· Similar format as previous business; reopened under a new brand.

Tampa Mall

· This is the old Kmart building. 
· Repurposed existing structure at 5400 E. Busch Blvd. into an indoor marketplace.
· Tenant, Tampa Mall relocated to Temple Terrace from North Tampa

· Grand opening was May 30th and it exceeded expectations.

Residential Duplex

· Located at 9237 Overlook Drive
· Duplex addition, new structure on southeast portion of property
· Initial permits issued

· Construction underway

Available parcel -  8901 N. 56th Street
· Located at 8901 N. 56th Street
· 1.69 acres
· Immediately west of Waverly Terrace
· South of Fountain Shoppes Plaza
· City’s broker has received interest and is working to secure an acceptable offer.
Available parcel – 8447 N. 56th Street 

· This is the old restaurant building

· Located at 8447 N. 56th Street 

· 1.74 acres

· City has received interest in this parcel and a portion of the adjoining parcel immediately to the east (behind this parcel)

· City’s broker is working to secure an acceptable offer.
Available parcel –205 S. Riverhills Drive
· 4+ acres - Riverside Parcel located at 205 S. Riverhills Drive

· Adjacent to the Hillsborough River

· City’s broker has received interest; however, proposed use requires further consideration and direction by the Board.
· This will be brought up during the next item on the agenda, 2-C.

C. Discussion Regarding the Recommended Use for the Riverside Parcel 
Business Relations Manager Greg Pauley said based on previous direction given two years ago, this parcel has been marketed for the development of commercial projects or possibly owner-occupied residential projects.  The City’s Broker has received letters of interest from two separate developers seeking to build workforce, multifamily tenant-occupied housing projects. He is here to seek input on how the Board would like staff to proceed moving forward. He is not at liberty to discuss much detail about the proposals as its not fair since they haven’t presented a full proposal as of yet and the developers are not present.
Chairman Andy Ross asked if multi-family housing is the same thing as rental apartments.

Business Relations Manager Pauley responded in the affirmative. He said that we have received low ball offers but the Board has heard nothing of those as they did not appear to be viable. These two developers that have expressed interest now are in the range of 85-90% of what we would consider fair market value for the property. That’s a call for the Board to make. This has more to do with the intent and the ability of the developers to build that product than it does with whether he recommends that product or not. He is simply sharing that there is interest out there and we either want to reaffirm the Board’s direction from previously or receive new direction.
Agency Member Chambers said he is not willing to change the direction of the Board at this time. The citizens were very clear on condos. 

Agency Member Schisler said he intends to agree. It is within the Board’s Best interest to move the property. If the CRA is not successful in a given amount of time in finding a buyer that would build the type of project the Board wants, then it might be incumbent on the Board to be good stewards and reevaluate. He asked what the fair market value of the property was.
Business Relations Manager Pauley said 2.9 million.

Agency Member Schisler said he is amenable to seeing what the Board could do in next 10 months. 

Chairman Ross said he agrees with Agency Member Chambers. He said that no doesn’t mean no forever. Once the CRA area is built out, then that property will move. Or the Board will have this same conversation in the future.
